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Arts Award training for CP Schools, Agents and Partners
Creative Partnerships and Arts Award are actively developing closer links. Arts Award is embedded in the new CP programmes and schools can set the costs of running Arts Award against their 25% contribution to their CP programme. CP delivery bodies are advocating the use of the Arts Awards as a valuable accreditation for many strands of CP work in primary and secondary schools, LSUs and PRUs. Many are looking for links between secondary and primary schools through Arts Award’s leadership units. 

Arts Awards works best when planned into Creative Partnerships programmes from the outset. It is therefore important that Creative Agents have a working knowledge of the Arts Award and can advise schools on how to use it to accredit CP activities. 

Arts Awards in a nutshell:

· Is a national qualification which supports young people aged 11-25 to develop as artists, creative practitioners and arts leaders

· Can be achieved at Bronze, Silver and Gold level, which are qualification at Levels 1,2 and 3 on the National Qualifications Framework
· Requires young people to work with a trained Arts Award adviser on a personal programme which includes developing their creative skills, exploring the local cultural offer and careers in the creative industries, and taking on an arts leadership role. They document their experience and progress in a portfolio, which can be developed in any medium
· Assesses young people’s work against four equally weighted criteria: arts form knowledge & understanding, creativity, planning & review, communication
· Currently recognizes nearly 600 arts organisations as Arts Award centres, plus over 700 formal education settings and 500 non-formal education settings.

Five reasons for your school to get involved in the Arts Award

1. Arts Award recognizes individual creative development and is adaptable for young people of all interests, ages and abilities
2. Arts Award develops personal skills, initiates peer learning and leadership and prepares young people for further education and employment
3. Arts Award is flexible. The award can work in the mainstream curriculum, as an enrichment option, or with students not otherwise achieving recognition. It can be run with whole classes or small groups
4. Arts Award is a nationally accredited qualification, with associated performance target points, adding to the school’s and young people’s achievement records. 

5. Running Arts Award increases links with the arts community and creative industries. It works well within schools with Artsmark and /or specialist status in the arts, music and media
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The value of Arts Award for specialist schools

Art Award contributes to specialist schools’ aims by supporting:

· Applied learning: practical level 1, 2 and 3 qualification, a good fit with the 14-19 Diploma, vocational studies. 

· Community cohesion: working with families, sharing skills with others schools and community groups. 

· Inclusion: A personalised approach available to all students. 

· Partnership working: Collaborating with community partners. 

· Transition: Secondary school arts leaders running projects with primary pupils. 

How do you get the Arts Awards running in your school?

If a Creative Agent and a school want to incorporate the Arts Award within their CP programme, the school will need to send a staff member (and the creative artist if possible) on Arts Award adviser training. A rolling programme of public courses is available across the country, or schools or partnerships can book an in-house session if they have at least 8 trainees. Full information about adviser training is on www.artsaward.org.uk . 
Creative Junction is offering in house traning sessions for CP agents, partners and teachers involved in the CP programme, at a subsidised rate (please find information below). 

Once a trained adviser is attached to the school(s), it can register as an Arts Award centre, register young people, order materials and start the programme. The adviser acts as primary assessor for the programme, and a moderator visits the centre (or cluster of centres) when the portfolios are complete.
What are the costs for schools?

Schools will pay for the following costs, which can be set against the school’s 25% contribution towards their CP programme, provided that the award is a by-product of a project that meets the Enquiry / Change Schools project criteria (i.e. not a project in itself) and that at least part (if not all) of the award is rooted in the Enquiry / Change Schools project.
